She felt deeply
disappointed even after him saying that he forgot about it and would be more careful next
time. The next day, the son wanted to see the football match again. Would she allow once
more?

This helped the students identify the true definition of
freedom and responsibility.

Internet
safety, cyber bulling and gaming addiction were also
some of the other topics she raised awareness about.
The session proved to be quite thought-provoking,
and the students were able to stop and look within
themselves.
